Aaah…spa … Reserve Manager Samantha Wright who is responsible for implementing the Reserve
Environmental Management Plan, reports the latest conservation news:

• Bushmans Kloof was recently nominated, and positioned amongst the top three in 
the International Tourism for Tomorrow Awards 2006, held on 11 April 2006 in 
Washington DC, during the 6th Global Travel & Tourism Summit.

• Excited rangers on the reserve recently found spoor and faeces of a leopard that is 
moving through the property, and reported this to the Cape Leopard Trust’s Quinton 
Martins, who helped to set up two camera traps on the property to monitor the 
movement of the leopard.

• Since January 2006 ranger Aneri Vlok has been hard at work photographing all the 
Cape mountain zebras on the property for the ‘studbook’, a valuable tool used to 
determine the reproductive success of individual zebra. In layman terms - tracing the 
family tree of each individual.

The lowdown on conservation

Bushmans Kloof is passionately involved in a number of major environmental projects which will have
a profound effect on the biodiversity of the Cederberg region in years to come.   Recently some of these
projects were highlighted when three professional biologists were guest speakers at a Bushmans Kloof
Conservation Weekend.

Bushmans Kloof has initiated a project to prioritize the conservation of the highly endangered Clanwilliam
yellowfish, which is entirely endemic to the Olifants River system of the Cederberg. Dean Impson, an
aquatic scientist in Cape Nature’s river conservation unit, and an expert on the Cape’s indigenous fish
species, says that the Clanwilliam yellowfish has been selected as a flagship animal for river conservation
efforts undertaken by Cape Nature in the Cederberg, as the third-largest freshwater fish in South Africa.

The Cape Leopard Trust is dedicated to the conservation of the Cape’s predator diversity. As a primary
sponsor of the Global Positioning Satellite systems (GPS) collaring project for the leopard, Bushmans
Kloof has provided funds in the amount of R60 000 to the Trust, and works closely with Quinton Martins,
founder of the Trust. Valuable data has been retrieved from the GPS collar fitted to the first leopard
captured, who was dubbed ‘Houdini’ because of his uncanny ability to escape from the walk-in trap –
twice!

Busmans Kloof has been instrumental in the quest to save the rare and endangered Cape mountain
zebra from extinction. According to Peter Lloyd, a specialist scientist for mammals and mammal ecology
at Cape Nature, and a member of the Cape Mountain Zebra Working Group, Bushmans Kloof’s 32
magnificent zebras is the largest privately owned herd among the estimated total population of only
1600 animals worldwide.

Bushmans Kloof has given its commitment to supporting the Clanwilliam Cedar Tree Project. Once
abundant on the upper slopes of the Cederberg mountains, the Clanwilliam Cedar is now faced with
possible extinction.  A highlight on our annual calendar is the Cedar Tree Weekend, this year taking
place from 28 – 30 May, when resident horticulturist Gavin Yell and guests will assist the Botanical
Society, Cape Nature and the Heuningvlei Community in propagating and transplanting saplings into
their natural habitat. Guests will have the opportunity to plant their own cedar tree during the 2-night
adventure package.

Resident archaeologist Siyakha Mguni shares information about his groundbreaking research
of the rock art heritage at Bushmans Kloof.

Q: The database Bushmans Kloof is creating is of great significance in terms of preserving
the heritage of one of Africa’s ancient cultures.  Can you tell us about developments on
this front over the past 9 months?
A: To date, three huge areas of sandstone kopjies, ‘krantzes’ and kloofs on Bushmans Kloof
have been thoroughly searched – with interesting results.  Here 30 of our rock art sites were
recorded, their locations plotted using GPS, and the sites and their surroundings
photographed digitally. This information is contained in one large document (Site Gazetteer),
which will later become the nucleus of a standard management plan for these treasures.
In an exciting initiative co-ordinated by John Parkington and Heinz Ruther of the University of
Cape Town, one of the larger sites on the property was 3D modelled using laser scanning
technology.  I anticipate that two more 3D site scans will be done before the end of this project
in July 2007.  These scans will become part of the information archive I
am creating, and will also be a tool to be utilized together with
the GIS modelling system and digital site
presentations shown to guests.

Q: You are integrally involved in the University
of Cape Town’s Living Landscape Project, based
in Clanwil l iam. Tell  us more about this?
A: My involvement with this community based heritage and
education project is mainly in the area of rock art site surveys,
and updating the site and imagery database that the UCT team
of rock art researchers has accumulated over the last three decades.

Q: Have there been any exciting findings at Bushmans Kloof that you can share
with us?
A: One of the three areas I’ve been searching has been particularly productive.  I found 6 new
rock sites in this area, which have not been recorded previously. One of these exhibit very
interesting painted motifs - a tiny spherical shelter with very smooth walls, with artwork depicting
three elongated figures that look like walking sticks, each around 70 centimetres tall. The heads
are clearly human and one of them has his/her arms outstretched. These motifs are very unusual
and I’m focussing my research here at the moment.
